The cost for this year’s event is $280.00 for golfers which includes your three (3)
full rounds of golf with carts, two nights lodging at the resort, two (2) breakfasts,
(Saturday and Sunday mornings), one (1) wonderful dinner, (Saturday night), a
complimentary host bar on Saturday night, your tournament entry fee and prize
money. (All taxes and gratuities are included)

The non-golf weekend package rate is $140.00 (inclusive), which includes meals
and lodging. Finally, for our local members who may not require the entire hotel
and meal package, there is a golf only package for $145.00, which includes entry
and tournament expense fees. In addition this year, Peek ‘n Peak has made
available a few multiple people condos at a reduced price for our members. If
interested in utilizing a condo instead of the hotel room that comes with the
package, you can call 1-800-772-6906 and indentify yourself as being with the
Slovak Catholic Sokol. If you utilize this option, all condo fees will be made
directly to the resort. A “Golf & Meal” package is available at a cost of &190.00
which includes golf, meals and tournament expense fees. These are outstanding
packages for the service, quality of meals and golfing that one will enjoy
throughout the weekend.



All regular room reservations will be made by the Supreme Director of Sports &
athletics after receiving the golf application. All rooms are based on double
occupancy. When you send in your application, identify who you will be rooming
with so that the proper arrangements can be made. This year a block of 75
rooms have been reserved per night at the resort, on behalf of the organization.

The 2011 prize money entry fee will be $15.00 per golfer (in the above package)
and the board of directors of the Supreme Assembly has recommended providing
$20.00 per golfer towards the tournament prize money. All monies will be
distributed to the golfers and the allocation will be based on the number of golf
entries per flight.

All meals will be served at the Peek ‘n Peak Resort & Spa, as well as the
Saturday night victory banquet. There will be a charge of $25.00 for those
members that would like to purchase additional banquet tickets for Saturday night
only. The banquet will feature a wonderful 4 course sit down meal with host bar.
All of this is part of your golf or non-golf package. Holy Mass of obligation will
take place shortly before dinner at approximated 5:30 pm followed by a cocktail
hour. A short program will follow dinner including the announcement of our
tournament leaders and a welcome from our keynote speaker. Our Supreme
Secretary Steven M. Pogorelec will once again present the 2011 Frank Petruff
Memorial Sports award. The night will conclude with a few hours of hospitality
and shared sokol fraternalism.
